MAJOR CHANGES

1. Volume 2 Subchapter 220 has been revised. In addition to
substantive changes listed below, this subchapter have been reformatted,
renumbered, and revised according to current FAM standards.

2. Major changes include:

The new section 225.4, Notifying the Office of Inspector General
(QIG).

The following sentences have been added to sections 227.1, 228.1,
and 229.1: “INR/IC issues annual instructions to posts by telegram
on how to handle such requests. Appropriate officers, as identified
in the telegram, should review that material.”

3. Reuvisions since the last update appear in italics. Other than formal
titles, the italics will be removed the next time the material is updated. Only
current changes will appear in italics. Italics provide a historical record of
changes.

4. Under the Foreign Affairs Reform and Restructuring Act of 1998,
Public Law 105-277, the functions of the U.S. Information Agency related to
international broadcasting are transferred to the Broadcasting Board of
Governors. Accordingly, all provisions of the FAM previously applicable to
USIA continue in effect with respect to the BBG until further notice.

5. Officers are reminded that Department-issued materials not codified
in the Foreign Affairs Manual or its supplemental Foreign Affairs Handbook
series generally have no regulatory validity [see 2 FAM 1115.2].
